The current Interim 
Committee, World Service Office Board of Directors, and the World Convention Corporation will 
continue to function until 11:59PM 11 June 1998.  The Interim Committee will be responsible to 
make necessary decisions affecting NA world services and to assist in preparing the agenda for 
the first meeting of the new World Board.” 

AMENDMENT:  Motion #78: Delete language in the last sentence of the Membership section: 
"The executive directors(s) of the WSO…will be non-voting members of the board."   

AMENDMENT:  Motion #79: Add language to the Accountability section of the World Board 
External Guidelines: "The external guidelines of the World Board are amendable only by action 
of the WSC."   

AMENDMENT:  Motion #73 “To amend the external guidelines for the World Board under 
section Removal of Members as follows:  ‘Members may be removed from the board by a 2/3 
majority vote of the board.  Further, the Conference may, by a 2/3 majority vote, direct the board 
to do so for the following causes:’”
